Record of the Creation of the Fang Clan Genealogy Chart in Lijiang

Like most families in Dayan Ancient Town, Lijiang, the Fang family migrated 
from the Central Plains to Lijiang.

Originally from Dashiqiao, Qianshan County, Anqing, Anhui Province. Fang 
Yuanzhong, a member of the clan, followed the army to Yunnan and changed his 
registration from military to civilian. In early 1806 (the eleventh year of the Jiaqing reign 
of the Qing Dynasty), Fang Tingfeng, residing in Kunming, married into the Zhao family 
in Lijiang. Later, they established their own household, which has existed for 220 years 
as of 2026. The Fang family's history in Lijiang is relatively short; only eight generations 
of descendants have reached the "Bao" generation.

Fang Baoxian, the second ancestor of the sixth generation of the Fang family, 
studied in the preparatory program for studying in the United States at the Southwest 
Associated University. In 1945, he excelled academically and morally, went to the United
States to study, earned a doctoral degree, and became a Naxi American expert 
specializing in solar energy for United Nations projects. He made significant 
contributions to the development and research of solar energy worldwide.

On February 21, 2011, Bao Xian passed away at his home in Belmont, 
Massachusetts, USA, at the age of 89.

"I have traveled to many places, but I feel that only Lijiang is my eternal 
home..." He left this touching will for his family.

Baoxian left his hometown 75 years ago and has lived in the United States for 66
years. The land shapes its people. Baoxian is, after all, a true Naxi from Lijiang. It's only 
natural to miss family when far from home and to yearn for one's hometown when 
abroad. He returned to his motherland seven times from the United States, finally 
returning to Lijiang. Cherishing the bonds of kinship, he compiled and created a family 
genealogy chart, richly illustrated. He further refined and supplemented it using a USB 
drive left by his second brother. This collection, formatted and produced, is a small token 
of his affection for the next generation.
